Thank you for your interest in the Ulster Project. The Ulster Project is a volunteer ecumenical peace and reconciliation program that brings teenagers from Northern Ireland to the United States each summer. 
How does the project work?

The project hosts teens between the ages of 14 and 16 who are from the Catholic and Protestant faith communities of Derry/Londonderry. Generally the teens are paired with American host families which have teens of the same gender, age, and faith. The teens will be accompanied by two adult Northern Irish leaders and two or more adult American leaders—one male and one female from each country representing the Catholic and Protestant faiths. The entire group will participate in structured activities that give the teens an opportunity to get to know one another as individuals. It is hoped that, by opening the channels of communication at the individual level, the project will promote reconciliation, peace, and mutual problem solving and will provide a safe community for each participant.

Who may participate?

The program seeks teens who are between the ages of 14 and 16 (generally rising 10th or 11th graders), are practicing Protestants or Catholics, and are available to participate in daily Ulster Project activities during the last week of June through July 2013 (the exact dates will be confirmed later). 

How can a person apply?

The application process has three stages.  First, applicants are required to complete a Host Teen Application and a Host Parent Application.  The completed forms should be submitted as soon as possible. 

Second, the Ulster Project will review the applicants’ information and check their references.  Then representatives of the Ulster Project will schedule interviews to meet the applicants and their parents. Applicants will then be notified whether they have been tentatively selected.

Third, to complete the process, the prospective host families must sign an agreement to follow the guidelines and policies of the program, fill out a teen medical form, sign required consent forms, and agree to a background check of all adults (individuals over the age of 18) who will reside in their home during the host month. The host family adults must also attend three orientation sessions, including a seminar in child protection from abuse and sexual misconduct, as required by our sponsors.  The American teens will attend three to five sessions for training and group bonding before the Northern Irish teens arrive.
